DOCUMENT OF DEMOCRACY 

IN FAVOUR OF PEOPLE OF MY CONSTITUENCY

I, __________________________________, a candidate in the ‘The Humanist Party of India' standing for the Vidhan Sabha Elections 2007 from ______________ constituency of Uttar Pradesh State, upon being elected as Member of Vidhan Sabha, solemnly declare and promise to fulfil the following commitments to the people of my contesting constituency and Uttar Pradesh State.

As an elected Member of Vidhan Sabha, my immediate concern would be to work on resolving following priority issues during my period of representation of people:

1. To organise human right forum and extend political support to common people at State level by inviting participation of national and international organisations and voluntary forums having humanist characteristics of non-violence and no discrimination.

2. To establish public institution at State level for agricultural development and to offer financial assistance with the support of national and international institutions offering assistance in technical and financial aspects. Such institution would work for extending technical and financial support to poor people.

3. To set-up public run shops throughout State to offer distribution services of essential commodities maintaining good quality standards and at low possible costs.

4. To work towards increasing flows of overseas funds as investments and unconditional aids for the State.

5. To work for improving higher education standards, for co-operative efforts indifferent fields such as health care etc. and for developing commercial ventures in the State.

6. To work for the improvement of infrastructure facilities such as roads, electricity, co-operative banking, health care facilities, better education etc. for village people. To promote widely the “Janashree Bima Yojana” in Uttar Pradesh State for poor people as family security.

7. To demand increase in the Budget provision for Uttar Pradesh State by Union Government of India.

8. To work for in bringing a clean politics and for reducing corruption by establishing norms and methods of accountability and transparency in all public institutions in Uttar Pradesh State.

9. To use Government funds allocated to me as a Member of Vidhan Sabha for the development of my constituency. I shall use such funds establishing a nominated committee of 10 members representing people for consultation and transparency and the committee shall also work for obtaining larger public opinion on the application of such funds.

My way of working in the __________________ constituency of Uttar Pradesh Vidhan Sabha Elections 2007 and for resolving above-mentioned priority issues in Uttar Pradesh State will be following:

A) For humanist values in social life of Uttar Pradesh people:

1) To place the people as the central value and concern, above money, power, status, religion, etc.

2) To affirm the equality of all people, irrespective of differences of geographical placement, sex, age, caste, religion, economic or social status, etc., and also to uphold freedom of thought, belief and faith by people.

3) To acknowledge and respect both personal and cultural diversity of people, without showing preferences or any discrimination among them, and to open the doors for developing knowledge beyond that which is accepted as absolute truth.

4) To repudiate all forms of violence (military, physical, economical, racial, religious etc.) at personal and social level.

B) For ‘real’ democracy 

1) Accountability: I commit for the accountability on the promises I make to the voters by this Document of Democracy for the Uttar Pradesh Vidhan Sabha Elections 2007. I will be accountable for my decisions and actions to the people and I shall submit myself to whatever scrutiny appropriate to the office. 

2) Transparency: I commit to provide information to people on all the issues and projects of my authority in my constituency. I will give reasons for my decisions and restrict information only if wider public interest clearly demands it. 

3) Consultation: I commit to put in practice people’s representation on all vital issues by giving utmost importance to popular consultation, plebiscite and referendum. 

4) Availability: I commit to make myself available at least once a month to the people of my constituency, promoting open forums with participation of people and organising open meetings to discuss local issues. 

5) Integrity: I commit for not placing myself under any financial, criminal or other obligation of any individual or organisation that might influence my performance of duties towards people.

I declare that in case of breach of any the above-mentioned commitments on my part, voters of my ward can file a writ against me under “common cause”. In that case, voters can demand from me return of remuneration, if any, received by me as Member of Vidhan Sabha and can also demand that I abstain myself as Member of Vidhan Sabha until the judgement is declared.
